Association dues & late fee changes

The FMHA board of directors approved the following changes to the fees charged to de-
linquent accounts. This change has been successful in reducing our delinquent ac-
counts to under five percent.

The new policy is as follows:
Homeowners with delinquent accounts will receive a monthly statement
All accounts with an outstanding balance will be assessed $30.00 monthly
Liens will be placed on property where the delinquent amount exceeds $600.00
The annual lien placement fee will be $100.00

The lien release fee is $100.00.

The new policy went into effect January 1, 2011.
